
BUS RULES 
 

The bus driver is in charge, and you must always obey the driver.  You must 
tell the bus driver your correct name when asked.  The bus driver and school 
will keep a seating chart.  You must be on time; the bus cannot wait for you if 
you are tardy.  

YOU MAY NOT RIDE ANY BUS OTHER THAN YOUR ASSIGNED BUS.  You 
must get on and off the bus at your assigned stop.  You can be disciplined if 
you do not follow all school rules and the following special rules: 

a. Wait for the bus to come to a complete stop before you approach 
the bus.  To cross in front of the bus, wait for the driver to signal 
you. 

b. Sit in your assigned seat. 

c. Always stay seated while the bus is in motion. 

d. Do not place any part of your body outside the bus windows. 

e. Do not distract the driver with loud conversation or noises. 

f. Observe appropriate classroom conduct. 

g. Do not eat or drink on the bus. 

h. Maintain absolute silence at railroad crossings. 

i. Do not throw any items on the bus or out of the bus windows. 

j. Do not mark, cut or damage bus seats or the bus itself. 

k. Do not display signs from the bus. 

l. Do not use obscene language or gestures. 

m. Cell phones are to be turned off if it is required by the driver. 

n.  No cologne or perfume on the bus.
